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§ 1

BASIC PROVISIONS
1. In accordance with the Statute of the University of SS. Cyril and Methodius in Trnava (hereinafter UCM) I issue this an accommodation rule which includes:

a) rules for the allocation of accommodation for students of UCM Student House and in other accommodation establishments, which UCM contractually provided accommodation for students.
b) rules of conduct the accommodated students in Student home, indoor mode Student's home and details of student accommodation, including questions of student´s

governments.
2. Student home (hereinafter referred to as SH) is a dedicated device UCM. SH is part of the UCM, where the scope of academic rights and freedoms is regulated by special regulation.

3. The basic task of SH is:

a) provide accommodation and services associated with the students UCM.
b) create conditions for study, cultural and social life and development of interest of activities for students of UCM.
4. SH may carry out business activities, provided this does not limit the fulfillment of the basic task mentioned in the paragraph 3. Terms of business will be modified in specific regulation.
§ 2

ADMINISTRATION OF STUDENT HOME
1. SH is an organizational component UCM in within of the Quaestor.

2. The head of SH is responsible for the activity of SH. Head of SH is subordinate to the Quaestor.

3. Head of SH cooperates in allocating accommodation to students of UCM with vice-rector for educational-educational activity and accreditation and with representatives of the accommodated students of UCM.

4. Head of SH manage and control activity of the employees of SH.
§ 3

ASSIGNING OF THE ACCOMMODATION

1. Accommodation in SH may be assigned:

a) for students of continuing classes based on electronically requests for accommodation through an academic information system (AIS), submitted within a specified time.

b) for students of first year of study based on writing application form - Requests for accommodation – delivered no later than the first day of study.

2. Student who do not submit a request in time, with the relevant documents, submit a request several times or there will not be true data, this application form will not be request considered.
§ 4

ACCOMMODATION CONDITIONS

1. Accommodation in SH is provided only for the students based on the Accommodation contract. A specimen of the contract is set out in the Annex no.1. The current wording of the contract can change in dependence on new pricing, legislative adjustments, or other circumstances.

2. Accommodation contract is for UCM authorized to sign by the Quaestor or Head of the SH.

3. Accommodation in SH is provided for the academic year from 1 September to 30 June,  except housed foreign students. Foreign students are provided accommodation on the whole study period at UCM, including holidays. However, they must have a valid residence permit in SR.

4. Head and SH has the right to refuse to accommodate a student who has been gross in the past school year way he broke accommodation order, was to him led disciplinary proceedings, or was in excluded from the SH for non compliance property.

5. Student accommodation for a married couple are not allowed.

6. Head of SH draws up a proposal to allocate students to rooms on the basis of their applications, not later than 10 days days before the start of the new school year.

7. Head of SH has the right in justified cases to give command to relocation of UCM accommodation facilities.
§ 5
EXPIRE OF THE ACCOMMODATION

1. Accommodation expires:

a) end of time of the decision of UCM about the allocation of accommodation,

b) if the student does not apply without serious reason and justification in advance within 5 days of the day hen his accommodation was allocated to him,

c) withdrawal from the accommodation agreement in SH,

d) termination of studies, interruption of studies, exclusion from study, dropping out of study or entry on the studying at other college.

2. After graduation, foreign student may stay in the School for a maximum of one month. If during the school year the study will be interrupted by a Slovak student and will receive a document from the study department, he may live no more than 5 days until the day of study interruption.

3. Accommodation will be instantly cancelled, if accommodated student:
a) without serious reasons he did not use the allocated room longer than 1 week, but arbitrarily he moved,

b) the student did not pay for the accommodation within the prescribed time limit,

c) in a crude way breached the accommodation rules,

d) without the agrement of Head of SH accommodated student will allow accommodation to the person not housed in SH.
4. Accommodation can be cancelled, if the accommodated student:

b) seriously breached security, counter fire emergency or hygiene regulations,

c) damage the property and equipment in SH,

d) seriously violated the rules of accommodation or the principles of co-existence with other students in SH,

e) did not pay for the damage that way within 30 days of its detection,

f) kick out any items from balconies or windows of rooms,

g) if consumed or distributed in rooms student home alcohol or narcotics,

h) smoked in the premises of SH.

5. Cancellation of the accommodation or the imposition of a disciplinary measure shall be announced by the Vice-Rector to the student by delivery written decision. A student may appeal against this decision to the Rector of UCM to 10 days after delivery. Rector's decision is final.
§ 6
ACCOMMODATION RATES AND OTHER FEES

1. Prices for accommodation in the UCM is determined by the UCM rector, as proposed by the Quaestor to every academic year in the form of a Price List.

2. The price list includes:

a) prices for accommodation for day UCM home student.

b) prices for accommodation for the UCM external home student.

c) prices for accommodation of pedagogical staff of UCM.

d) accommodation prices for other persons.

e) prices for accommodation from 1 July to 30 September.

f) charges for other related services with accommodation.

g) the method of pricing and fees in specific cases.

h) the possibility of applying discounts or exemptions from pricelist.

i) financial penalties for non-compliance with the provisions of the Rules of Procedure.

j) way of reimbursing prices and fees.

3. Pricing of other fees is being prepared by the Quaestor working with Head of SH in developmental dependence the cost of running a SH and no later than 30 June. Price list for the relevant academic year will be Publisher no later than 30 days before the beginning of the academic year.

4. The price list is published in accommodation at SH, at the UCM and at web site UCM.
§ 7
RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS OF ACCOMMODATED STUDENTS IN THE STUDENT HOME

1. Accommodated student has right:

a) baseline room equipment (furniture, pillow, etc.).

b) use the common spaces of SH,

c) receive visits only in reserved hours,

d) to submit proposals and comments on all issues related to accommodation in SH,

e) use in the room only selected electrical appliances: notebook, shaving machine, dryer hair, radio, kettle, etc.. Other than Electric appliances without agreement of Head of SH are not allowed.

2. Accommodated student is required:
a) use allocated room,

b) regularly pay a fixed accommodation fee in advance, at the latest to the last day of the previous calendar month by bank transfer to the account of the accommodation provider mentioned in accommodation agreements.

c) to get acquainted with the rules of accommodation

d) keep purity in room, to carry garbage into designated containers and keep the order in common facilities of SH,

e) when entering SH prove its own accommodation license,

f) when moving to an assigned room report immediately no sufficiency and damages of SH management,

g) during the stay to report deficiencies to the book defects at the concierge,

i) to secure a room against theft when leaving the room even in the short term (if ever finds that there is no item in the room, a loss is needed without delay report the leader of SH).

j) follow the instructions of Head of SH.
3. Accommodated student mustn´t:

a) arbitrarily move or move room furnishing and equipment,

b) dispose of dishes and inventory from common spaces of SH,

c) interfere with i installation of any kind,

d) damage the property and equipment of SH,

e) do any commercial business and business activities in SH,

f) receive a visit hours outside of guest hours,

g) smoking in a building,

h) to kick of objects and garbage from windows and balconies,

i) bring, sell and enjoy alcoholic beverages beverages and narcotics in SH,

j) disturb the other guests and nightly calm after 10 pm.

k) to borrow your own license to other persons,

l) use electric heaters appliances, cookers and other unauthorized appliances. 

m) to come to SH under the influence of alcohol or others substances.
4. Accommodated student is in fire protection (hereinafter referred to as the "FP"), compulsory:

a) to behave so to your behavior did not cause a fire or threaten the safety others of the accommodated persons,

b) familiarize yourself with fire protection documentation in the sense of 446/91 Coll. - fire -hardware guidelines, -fire -evacuation plan.

c) do not smoke in the building and do not use open fire,

d) no store flammable or inflammable materials in rooms,

e) do not use heat in the SH -electrical appliances (in particular: heaters, cookers and others unauthorized appliances)

f) do not harm and unreasonably not use FP funds.

g) in case of a violation of the principles of the regulations, the FP shall immediately alert the SH report,

h) to implement other instructions and measures related to the security of FP on the SH.
§ 8
ACCOMMODATION PROCEDURE IN THE BEGINNING AND

AT THE END OF ACCOMMODATION

1. Accommodated student is required before accommodation to come during the office hours to the Head of SH to sign the Accommodation contract. The student has to show an identity card.
2. The student is required to submit a photo with the purpose of issuing the student card dimensions 2.5 x 3.5 cm.

3. After signing a contract you are required to pay the cost of accommodation by the end of the month in question and to the nearest whole month. Only after payment of the accommodation fee the student will be issued accommodation and will receive room key.

4. Accommodated student compulsory before going off:

a) clean the room,

b) to pay for damages and arrears,

c) return keys and accommodation card.
§ 9

INTERN RULES OF SH OF UCM

1. SH opens at 6.00 am.

2. SH close at 11.00 pm. After this time, SH opens every hour.

3. The night calm is from 10.00 pm until 6.00 am.

4. Room visits are allowed from 2.00 pm to 09.30 pm, on Sundays and during the weekend from 8.00 am to 09.30 pm. Visits has to sign to the book visits, upon proof of a personal document confirming the identity of the visit. When leaving from the building is required to check out at the gatehouse.
§ 10
ENTRY OF EMPLOYEES

TO ACCOMMODATION AREAS

1. Employees of UCM can enter into accommodation SH for purpose:

a) control.

b) performing asset inventory.

2. Entry for the inventory of property may be made after the notification obligation has been met. The notification duty was fulfilled if it was in the form of a message board or a written notice specified date, purpose, and time span, which entry will be executed. Notice or written notice must be published for at least 24 hours. before making the entry.

3. Head of SH or authorized by the staff they enter the accommodation without notification duties only in event:

a) emergency situations.

b) if life is threatened and human health.

c) in case of night interference of calm.

d) if the property of SH is destroyed.

e) when performing inspections of compliance with hygienic conditions of accommodation, compliance fire-security regulations and check the identity of the guests.
§ 11

OTHER PROVISIONS

1. In case of reasonable suspicion of a criminal offense,

entry of law enforcement agencies the proceedings are authorized by the Rector or the Vice-Rector.

2. Medial care for students of UCM is secured in the medical center at Poliklinika Družba in Trnava.

3. In SH, political parties and movements are not allowed to create their own organizations, nor to develop and to promote the activity.

4. Extraordinary events are held in SH only with the written permission of the Vice-Rector for Education-educational activity under agreed conditions. In the event of their violation, the Vice-Rector or him empowered person to suspend the performance of such shares.

5. The accommodation also applies to persons who are allowed to enter or accommodate in the SH.

6. Slovak students and foreign students have the same rights and duties.
§ 12

FINAL PROVISIONS

1. This accommodation rules is valid for UCM Student Home in Trnava and acquires force and effectivenesson on First of September, 2012.

2. An accommodation rules from 2003 is canceled.
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
